THE WOMEN'SE CLUBS. Within the
framework of the project the Women's
Clubs were established in Koda, Jvari,
Chokhatauri and Leliani Centers. The
Centers have new beneficiaries and
leaders. Jvari Women's Club members
this time are from Potskho-Etseri
Internally Displaced Settlement and
conflict zone villages bordering Abkhazia.
In Koda the Women Club members are
from Tetritskaro and Tsintskaro I0OPs
settlements, in Chokhatauri and Leliani-

because the project is being implemented
there for the first time. In Koda and Jvari
Women's Clubs the second phase of the
the project focuses on recruitment of
the new beneficiaries and on the training
programs designed for them.

All four of the women's clubs unice BO
women aged from 18 to the older. The
network designed a special guestionnaire
for selection of the beneficiaries. The

Thus, the most motivated
candidates were selected and the clubs
were formed of the active members.
Each club has its leader. who will have
coordinated project activities in their
own communities. They were trained
on leadership, &also workshops and
working meetings were held for them,
during which their specific work and its
implementation methods were outlined.

Maia Chanturia, head of the Jvari Com-
munity Education Center:

Their aim
is to reach out to as many communities
and beneficiaries as possible to share their
knowledge. Therefore, the meetings with
various communities are going on and they
will continue till the end of the project. |
also want to describe in a few words devel-
opment of the women leaders. They have
conducted training sessions for the first
time, which, naturally, was accompanied
by anxiety; however, they were surprising-
ly determined and motivated. Leaders con-
fidently explaining to beneficiaries specific
issues and advised them that the most

These meetings and conver-
sations will bring positive result - the atti-
tude to these painful problems will change
significantly.

Sesili Megrelishvili, the Women's Club
leader of Chokhatauri Adult Education Cen-
ter:

— "Within the framework of the project
“Gender Starts with Me” the Women's Club,
named after Georgian human rights defend-
er woman Barbare Eristavi-Jorjadze, was
established. Today the Club has 20 perma-
nent members. The members were select-
ed according to their
applications forms.
The selected mem-
bers in the first phase
of the project passed
through the following
trainings: “Training of
trainers”(TOT), “Con-
flict prevention and
leadership”, they also
were trained in the
Forum theater meth-
odology. Within  the
framework of the proj-
ect, the project par-
ticipants also passed
through the Public De-
fender's Office training
courses on gender stereotypes and egual-
ity, domestic violence against women, ear-
ly marriage, women's role in peace-building
and media campaigns on women's issues.
An experienced psychologist and a lawyer
are involved in the project. Twice a month
they offer individual and group consulta-
tions to the project participants.

On the basis of acguired knowledge, the
women's club members once a month or-
ganize public meetings and discussions
with the famous public figures, interesting
people; They also conduct trainings on ef-
fective communication, lesdership, team-
work, conflict prevention and arrange Fo-
rum-theatre performances for the project
participants and for the locals.

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MEN'S INVOLVEMENT IN THE PROJECT
GEMDER STARTS WITH ME".

The biggest challenge in the project was
involvement of the men. which remained
a problem last year. This year, during the
selection of beneficiaries. applications
from men, in fact, has not been received;
therefore, the project orpanizers were
actively thinking about how to involve the
men in the project.

As you know, it is impossible to solve
gender and domestic violence problems
in 8 society without the awareness of
men — says Khatia Tsiramua, the GAEN
director,- but they refused to participate
in the project activities. Therefore, along
with the leaders of the Women's Clubs we
discussed and planned measures, how to
raise men's interest in the project and
how to engage them.

We have agreed on a number of specific
activities, implementation of which was
a success. For example, women's clubs
organized picnics in their communities,
to which each woman took one men from
her family and during these picnics they
held discussions on women's rights,
domestic violence and etc.
